1) COLONIAL PERIOD
a) Jamestown colony, Virginia – founded in 1607

i) Virginia Company was given a charter from King James I for settlement in America.
ii) John Smith was the leader and gained wealth from tobacco growth/sales
iii) Set up the House of Burgesses, which allowed self-government; became Virginia’s colonial legislature

iv) White servants demanded tax cuts, voting rights; this led to decrease in white servants but opened doors to slavery.

v) In 1619, a Dutch ship arrived with Africans headed to the West Indies.  Instead, they were traded here for supplies, and were treated as indentured servants (not slaves); all of them eventually won their freedom.
vi) In 1670, House of Burgesses established slavery with law saying, “all servants not being Christians imported into this colony shall be slaves for their lives.”
b) New England – colonies were settled mostly by families.
i) Pilgrims arrived on the Mayflower in 1620
ii) Created the Mayflower Compact – 1st document of self-government in America
iii) Led by John Winthrop; fought Indians often; the “happy thanksgiving” story didn’t really exist.
iv) Pilgrims were established under a charter by the Massachusetts Bay Company
v) The Puritans were persecuted in England and established a model “city on the hill,” Boston, MA

vi) Puritans refused to obey English laws; the charter was canceled and placed under strict control of the King

c) Tension in New England

i) Roger Williams challenged forced religion in MA

ii) He was sent away and founded the colony of Rhode Island

iii) The church and state were separated here.
d) Middle Colonies

i) New Netherland & New York

(1) Originally claimed and settled by the Dutch from the Netherlands (Holland); called New Netherland
(2) Settlers came from all over Europe
(3) James, Duke of York, brother of King Charles III, sent a fleet of ships to take the colony away from the Dutch
(4) It was accomplished without firing a single shot

(5) It became the English colony of New York

ii) Pennsylvania

(1) Founded by William Penn

(2) Quakers were the first settlers

(3) Allowed for religious freedom

e) Mercantilism
i) England believed the colonies existed only as a source of raw materials; all trade had to go through England
ii) England sold manufactured goods back to the colonies

iii) Even though these Navigation Acts were strict, some people began to acquire a great deal of wealth from sales to England

f) Southern Colonies
i) Flat land, wide rivers and rich soil made farming a successful occupation

(1) Large plantations were very successful

(2) As indentured servants became hard to obtain (and keep), demand for slaves increased

ii) Only the children of planters were educated; higher education was only for the wealthy

iii) Plantation owners became the leaders; democracy was limited to wealthy land owners.

g) Middle Colonies – centers of manufacturing and farming
i) Rivers flowed north to south; aided with trade between colonies in New England

ii) Large numbers of immigrants settled here to work in farming, shipping and factories.
2) FRENCH AND INDIAN WAR

a) Dates fought 1754-1763
b) Results
i) All territory east of the Mississippi River is transferred from French to British control
ii) Florida goes from Spain to British control
iii) British debt increases 
iv) Parliament (British government) begins to dislike American colonists because they weren’t willing to support the British war efforts
v) American colonists unified for the first time against a common enemy (French & Indians)
3) ROAD TO REVOLUTION
a) French & Indian War altered the British & American relationship; caused conflict and greater taxes to pay war debt
b) British king strictly enforced Navigation Acts
c) Over 10,000 British soldiers remained in America, which indicated that the king would use force if necessary.
d) Higher taxes on products like tobacco and sugar, and other products
e) Stamp Act of 1765
i) Sought to raise $$ for defense of America by requiring all legal documents, newspapers, playing cards, etc., to have a stamp.
(1) Colonists didn’t have much money to begin with, after the war
(2) This act affected mostly lawyers, merchants and newspaper editors
(3) Stamp Act Congress demanded a boycott of all British goods; also said Parliament has not right to tax colonists without consent (permission).
(4) Sons of Liberty used threats and violence to force all stamp agents to resign/quit.
(5) Led to the cry of, “No taxation without representation.”  Colonists were not represented in Parliament.
(6) Parliament eventually repealed (ended) the Stamp Act, but said they could regulate colonies “in all ways”.
f) Townshend Acts (1767-1770)
i) Placed taxes on paper, paint, glass and tea; led to more protests by colonists
ii) Samuel Adams led a new boycott of all British products
iii) This led to Boston Massacre
iv) By 1770, all Townshend Acts were removed, except for tax on tea
g) Move Toward Independence (1770-1775)
i) Tea Act of 1763
(1) Parliament required all tea in the colonies to be bought by a monopoly, the East India Tea Company.
(2) Colonists refused, and bought only tea made in the colonies; Sons of Liberty dumped tea in Boston Harbor (Boston Tea Party)
ii) Parliament reacted with the Intolerable Acts
(1) This closed Boston Harbor
(2) Removed trials of royal officials out of the colonies; this meant they got away with crimes
(3) Required Boston homes to house British soldiers
iii) First Continental Congress (1774)
(1) Some argued for resistance to British; others argued for working things out peacefully
(2) They continued to protest taxation; pledged loyalty to the king
iv) Lexington & Concord – colonists attempted to protect military supplies; British attempted to capture Concord; Minutemen responded with gunfire; 73 British soldiers killed/176 wounded; armed conflict between England and colonists had begun.
4) AMERICAN REVOLUTION
a) British strengths: 7.5 million British citizens (only 2.5 million colonists); a lot of wealth; strong navy; professional army
b) British weaknesses: they were dealing with problems at home; King George III was incompetent; soldiers had low spirits and had been warring for a long time.
c) American strengths: outstanding leadership – Washington, Franklin, Lafayette; colonists were protecting their property; excellent marksmen
d) American weaknesses: colonists disorganized; little money to pay soldiers; limited military supplies
e) Second Continental Congress (May 1775)
i) Washington was called to lead colonial army
ii) King George declared colonies “in rebellion” and hired German soldiers to go fight for him; they weren’t successful.
f) Thomas Paine wrote Common Sense
i) “an island should not rule a continent”
ii) Called King George a brute and did not deserve colonists’ respect
iii) Americans had an obligation to show the world that it was important to be independent and democratic
g) Second Continental Congress declared independence on July 2, 1776.
i) Thomas Jefferson wrote the Declaration of Independence, which was approved on July 4.
(1) Said that all people have natural rights (life, liberty and pursuit of happiness); did not apply to slaves
(2) When government abuses rights, the people have a right to “alter or abolish” it
(3) King George was a tyrant; wrote a long list of things he’d done wrong to colonists; colonies are now independent
(4) Declaration helped to unify the colonists; they either chose independence or fought for Britain (loyalist)
h) Over 19 battles fought; ended at Battle of Yorktown, where General Cornwallis was trapped by Washington, Lafayette on land; and French navy at sea.  He surrendered the British army and Americans won the war.
i) Treaty of Paris (1783)
i) Negotiated by Ben Franklin, John Jay, John Adams; original demands were for independence and a lot of land (most of Canada).
ii) British formally recognized independence of the United States
iii) Land went from Great Lakes on the North to Mississippi River on the West, to Florida on the South (no access to Gulf of Mexico, though)
iv) All loyalists were to have their property returned; no further trials for their loyalty were recommendations to the U.S.
5) ARTICLES OF CONFEDERATION – was called a “rope made of sand.”
a) Articles were created by 2nd Continental Congress in 1777, and was the government near the end of the AmRev (1781)
b) Congress was in control (no President or courts), but too many rules weakened it
i) All bills required 2/3 vote for passage (9 of 13 colonies)
ii) Any amendments required 100% approval
iii) Each state had one vote, regardless of population
iv) No power to control trade
v) Did not have the power to raise taxes
c) Land Ordinance of 1785
i) the northwest territory was sold to pay war debt
ii) land was divided into townships; one section had to be reserved for public school
d) Northwest Ordinance of 1787
i) Territories were established; could become a state once 60,000 inhabitants was reached
ii) Slavery was not allowed in the NW territory
e) Some states refused to pay taxes which made it difficult to pay off war debts; people who loaned money were unhappy; soldiers hadn’t been paid; states began to tax products from other states and argue.
f) Shays’ Rebellion (1786) broke out in Massachusetts; had to be put down with force; three leaders were killed and the rest of the nation worried things would get worse.
g) Shays’ led to a call to reform the Articles.  Representatives met in Philadelphia to fix the Articles, but wound up working on a new document that would “form a more perfect union.”
6) CONSTITUTIONAL CONVENTION – “The Miracle at Philadelphia”
a) Arguments would be done in secret, so the process wouldn’t be interfered with from outsiders
b) The participants
i) 55 delegates from 12 states; none from Rhode Island
ii) Thomas Jefferson and Patrick Henry did not attend
iii) Washington – President of the Convention
iv) James Madison did research on every other republic to outline strengths and weaknesses, so mistakes weren’t made.
v) All agreed that popularly elected officials had sovereignty (authority) from the people, not the states
c) The Compromises
i) Great Compromise (bicameral legislature representing both people and states)
(1) Virginia Plan (large states) – by Edmund Randolph
(a) 2 house legislature with representation based on population for both
(b) President and courts chosen by the legislature
(2) New Jersey Plan (small states) – by William Patterson
(a) Congress with each state having 1 vote
(b) Separate executive and judicial branches
(c) Increased powers of congress
(3) Great Compromise
(a) Lower house membership depends on population (House of Representatives)
(b) Upper house membership with two from each state (Senate)
(c) All bills for spending money must begin in the lower house
(4) Three-Fifths Compromise – 60% of slaves counted for representation and taxation; no congressional interference with slavery for 20 years)
(a) Non-slavery states wanted slaves counted for taxation, but not representation and wanted an end to importing slaves
(b) Slave states wanted slaves counted for representation, but not taxation and no interference with slave trade by federal government
(5) Commerce Compromise (no tax on exports)
(a) Southern states wanted less taxes on exports of cotton and tobacco
(b) Northern states wanted more tariffs on imported goods to keep English goods out of the U.S.
d) Ratification
i) Because of fear of opposition from states, only 9 of 13 needed for the Constitution to take effect
ii) Because of opposition of state legislatures, conventions elected by the people were given authority to approve or reject  the Constitution
e) Federalists vs. Antifederalists
i) Most Federalists were wealthy and well-educated and wanted a more powerful central government
ii) Most Antifederalists were farmers who were mostly loyal to their states and eared federal government could be too powerful; wanted rights listed.
iii) Federalist Papers – argued that limitations on government power were in the Constitution
iv) Antifederalists responded that they wanted rights listed; there was a promise to add a Bill of Rights, and the document was approved
7) The Federalist Era (Presidencies of Washington and Adams)

a) Under Washington, Alexander Hamilton and Thomas Jefferson clashed on basic beliefs about government.  Hamilton favored loose interpretation of the Constitution, but Jefferson favored strict interpretation.  
b) Hamilton proposed a financial plan that created a National Bank (not in the Constitution).  Jefferson opposed, calling it too much government interference.  Washington approved the idea.
c) Foreign Problems
i) French Revolution – Washington expresses neutrality; this led to divisions between Federalist and Democratic-Republican factions in the U.S.
ii) Jay Treaty – John Jay negotiated a treaty to handle trade/shipping with England.  France thought this violated the neutrality position.
iii) Pinckney Treaty – gave Americans the right to navigate freely on the Mississippi River (signed with Spain)
iv) XYZ Affair – French demand bribe to negotiate; angry Americans want war.  John Adams increases spending on navy and an unofficial war was fought in the Atlantic for two years.
d) Fall of the Federalists
i) Alien & Sedition Acts
(1) Alien Acts made it more difficult to become a citizen; president could kick anyone out of the country and imprison citizens
(2) Sedition Acts outlawed criticism of the government or president (HUGE violation of 1st amendment freedom of speech)
(3) Jefferson and James Madison led efforts to write state laws to ignore these acts.
ii) Thomas Jefferson was elected in 1800 to end the reign of the Federalists
(1) Jefferson and Aaron Burr were tied with 73 electoral votes each
(2) Alexander Hamilton cast his support for Jefferson, ending the tie in the House of Representatives, giving the election to Jefferson.
(3) 12th amendment was created to allow President and Vice President to run on the same ticket (together).
8) AGE OF JEFFERSON – Jefferson’s election shifted power South and West; away from New England aristocracy (upper class)
a) Domestic problems
i) Midnight judges and Judicial Review
(1) Marbury and others were appointed when Adams’ term expired
(2) Chief Justice John Marshall rejected their claim, and said the Judiciary Act of 1789 was unconstitutional; case was Marbury v. Madison
ii) Burr Conspiracy
(1) Aaron Burr wants to be governor of New York, in an attempt to leave the union.  Hamilton opposes him. 
(2) Aaron Burr kills Alexander Hamilton in a duel and escapes to Louisiana where he’s arrested and put on trial; found not guilty
b) Foreign Problems
i) Louisiana Purchase
(1) France gets Louisiana from Spain in 1801 and does not allow Americans to use New Orleans as a port
(2) Jefferson tries to buy New Orleans from France
(3) Napoleon decides to sell all of Louisiana for $15 million to pay his war debts; Jefferson’s strict views on the constitution give him problems until he decides that the purchase is a treaty deal, which he is allowed to do.
(4) Two expeditions sent to explore the new land
(a) Lewis & Clark – follow the Missouri, cross the Rockies and then find the Pacific Ocean; encounter the continental divide, which proves there’s no water route to the Pacific
(b) Zebulon Pike – explored source of the Mississippi then tries to go over the southern Rocky Mountains, but fails.  Ends up exploring much of Spain’s territory to the south.
ii) Conflict over Neutrality
(1) British and French continue to seize American ships and sailors
(2) Jefferson uses the Embargo Act to end trade with all nations
(a) This destroyed American shipping
(b) New Englanders began to hate Jefferson since the act hurts their businesses
(3) Jefferson replaces the Embargo Act with the Non-Intercourse Act
(a) Reopened trade with all nations except England and France, our two largest partners
(b) Allowed for re-opening of trade if interference in American affairs ended
iii) Western demands for war
(1) Depression in the Ohio Valley – few jobs
(2) Desire for land in Canada and Florida
(a) Fur trading
(b) Expansion for new settlers
(3) Indian warfare led by Tecumseh; Battle of Tippecanoe convinced War Hawks in Congress that British were aiding the Indians in war, and they wanted to attack Canada.
9) WAR OF 1812
a) After Tippecanoe, President James Madison had to deal with War Hawks (people who wanted to fight) because of
i) Hunger for land
ii) Continuing British impressment of sailors
iii) Massacres by Indians
iv) New England states asked for peaceful solution; Madison asked for Declaration of War (1st one in U.S. history)
b) Military action of 1812-1813
i) Invasion of Canada failed due to American incompetence and being tricked
ii) U.S. burns down much of present-day Toronto, Canada
iii) U.S. navy has victories on Lake Eerie which prevents British attack
iv) British navy was superior on the oceans and blockaded (prevented any shipping) from Boston to Georgia, and all along the Gulf of Mexico – controlled access to New Orleans
c) War’s Conclusion
i) British attacked Washington and burn the White House and other buildings.
ii) Dolley Madison saves original portrait of Washington and other important papers from burning
iii) At the Treaty of Ghent, American and British negotiators agree to end fighting on December 24, 1814.
iv) Battle of New Orleans takes place in January 1815, because word had not reached them.  The attacking British are defeated by Andrew Jackson’s army. (700 British killed; 1400 wounded – only 8 killed; 13 wounded for the U.S.)
10) SECTIONALISM & NATIONAL GROWTH – “Era of Good Feelings”
a) Industrialization of the Northeast
i) Factory system expanded quickly after the War of 1812 ended; this cut off competition with England
(1) Was aided by water power from streams and rivers
(2) There was a lot of labor; including young girls
(3) Poor agricultural conditions
ii) New England led in textile mills; Pennsylvania led in production of iron (think about the Pittsburgh Steelers)
iii) Inventions were being created
(1) Oliver Evans – automatic flour mill
(2) Eli Whitney – Cotton gin to remove seeds from cotton; replacement parts for rifles
b) Plantation agriculture of the South
i) Cotton gin increased production by 800% over 10 years
ii) Removal of Indians from the southeast allowed for expansion
c) Diversified farming in the West
i) Small farms gave way to specialized farming (wheat in the plains; corn and livestock in Ohio Valley; tobacco in Kentucky)
ii) Improved transportation created too many crops at times in some places
d) Improvements in Transportation
i) Demands were made for better roads and canals
ii) Turnpikes (toll roads) were built by private companies 1800-1825; Cumberland Road allowed wagons from Atlantic to Ohio River
iii) Canal era (1825-1835) – provided cheaper and faster transportation of large amounts of freight
(1) Erie Canal – 350 miles – linked New York City with Buffalo, NY
(2) Numerous other canals built by private companies
iv) Steamboat traffic on the Hudson, Mississippi Rivers grew in the 1820s and 1830s; improved agriculture in the West by providing cheaper transportation of products.
e) Missouri Compromise (1820)
i) Missouri – populated mainly by Southerners, applied for statehood in 1819.
ii) Northern states opposed adding another slave state to the union; it was balanced at 11 each at this time
iii) Compromise stated
(1) Missouri would enter as a slave state
(2) Maine would enter as a free state
(3) Line drawn at 36° 30’ parallel on the map; slavery would be banned in LA Territory north of that line.
iv) Monroe Doctrine (1823)
(1) It was a statement of foreign policy by President James Monroe; not a law or treaty
(2) Stated
(a) Western hemisphere was not open to colonization by any European power
(b) U.S. would not intervene in European wars
(3) Immediate impact was unknown, but it signaled America’s development as a power strong enough to prevent European meddling in western hemisphere affairs.
11) JACKSONIAN ERA & THE RISE OF THE COMMON MAN
a) Election of 1824
i) Andrew Jackson received more electoral votes and popular votes than John Quincy Adams, but not a majority.  The House of Representatives would have to decide.
ii) They voted for John Quincy Adams, based on the support of Henry Clay who was a candidate, but also the Speaker of the House.
iii) Jackson’s followers accused Clay and Adams of having a “Corrupt Bargain” when Clay was named the Secretary of State.
iv) John Quincy Adams was able to accomplish very little in his four years due to this “corrupt bargain” he was accused of arranging.
b) Jacksonian Democracy
i) Jackson was elected in 1828, and this signaled the rise of the common man
(1) He was elected by western farmers and eastern workers
(2) He helped get rid of property ownership requirements for voting in most states
(3) Jackson viewed himself as a spokesperson for the people
ii) Indian policy
(1) Worcester v. Georgia – was a Supreme Court case that ruled that Indians were not subject to the laws of a state.  Georgia had passed a law that required Indians to give up their land.  This law was ruled unconstitutional.  Jackson refused to enforce the ruling, and ignored the forced removal of Indians from their land.
(2) Trail of Tears – Cherokees and other Indian tribes in Southeast U.S. are forced to march 1,200 miles to the Oklahoma territory.  They were forced to leave by President Martin Van Buren and over 7,000 soldiers.  Only 11,000 of 15,000 made the trip alive. (4,000 died along the way)
iii) Nullification Crisis – South Carolina 1832 (nullification = reversal)
(1) South Carolina was opposed to high tariffs on imports since 1828
(2) Jackson asked South Carolina to obey the national law, obtained authority from Congress to enforce the law (the Force Act) in “any way necessary”, and worked out a compromise.
c) War Over the U.S. Bank
i) Jackson was opposed to re-chartering the second Bank of the United States
(1) He said they were tools used by the rich over the poor
(2) Banks closed loans to farmers; Jackson called banks “the Monster.”
(3) Bank president Nicholas Biddle made loans to politicians who did not support Jackson
(4) Jackson removed government money and put it in small banks, which destroyed the Bank.
ii) Panic of 1837
(1) Occurred during Van Buren’s presidency, when the economy was in a slump
(2) British manufacturers were buying less cotton; cotton prices fell
(3) Cotton growers couldn’t pay their loans back to banks
(4) Banks ran out of money and went bankrupt
(5) This crisis lasted 6 years and ruined Van Buren’s presidency; William Henry Harrison won the election of 1840, and ended the Age of Jackson.
12) EXPANSIONISM  & MANIFEST DESTINY
a) Causes of American expansion in 1830s and 1840s
i) Good soil was being over-used by cotton farmers and this led to a search for new land
ii) The Panic of 1837 pushed many settlers west, as they faced losses to businesses or property; always looking for a new opportunity.
iii) Manifest Destiny – the attitude that the U.S. should rule from coast to coast had become a key part of national thinking.
iv) Attractive regions for new settlement – east Texas, California, Oregon
b) Texas
i) Americans colonized the territory in the 1820s.
ii) In 1821, Mexico got independence from Spain; American settlers faced restrictions and were required to become Catholic
iii) Ruler Santa Ana made himself a dictator in 1835
(1) Texans declared independence and set up their own government – The Lone Star Republic
(2) Battle of the Alamo – Texan forces were greatly outnumbered and defeated
(3) Battle of San Jacinto – Santa Anna was captured; Texas independence recognized by Mexico
iv) President Jackson refused to annex (add) Texas to the U.S.
v) Texas became a state in 1845.
c) Oregon Territory
i) Settlers favoring expansion urged the U.S. to seize (take) Oregon from England.
ii) “54⁰ 40’ or Fight” became propaganda cry of those wanting war with England; this was the line of latitude that they wanted for land purposes.
iii) Oregon Treaty (1846) set the boundary at the 49th parallel (49⁰); not as far north as they wanted.
d) Mexican-American War
i) Major Causes
(1) American complaints against Mexico; Mexican complaints against the U.S.
(2) Mexico’s refusal to sell New Mexico and California to the U.S.
(3) Dispute over access to the Rio Grande (river)
ii) Results
(1) Treaty of Guadalupe-Hidalgo
(a) California and New Mexico added to the U.S.; also parts of Nevada, Arizona, Colorado and Utah
(b) Texas’ southern border ended at the Rio Grande
(c) U.S. paid Mexico $15M
(2) Renewal of slavery conflict
(a) Wilmot Proviso sought to restrict slavery from new territories; never passed
(b) Southerners stated that Congress had no right to restrict slavery expansion
13) AMERICAN SLAVERY
a) Slavery’s Place in Society
i) A small number of whites owned most slaves; this gave them a lot of political power in the South
ii) Beneath plantation slave owners were poor whites who suffered malnutrition and poverty
iii) Beneath poor whites were 250,000 free blacks in the South; they were often disliked by both southern and northern whites
iv) Bottom level of the social pyramid was over 4,000,000 (million) black slaves
(1) Legal importation of slaves ended in 1808
(2) Slaves mostly lived in the Deep South
(3) Slaves were bought and sold at auctions
b) Abolitionist Responses (an abolitionist was a person who wanted slavery to end)
i) Gradualists – wanted a gradual end to slavery by state legislatures
ii) Militants – argued that slavery must end NOW; demanded freedom and blamed government for being weak
iii) Organized abolition
(1) Set up the Underground Railroad that smuggled 2,000+ slaves a year to Canada & freedom
(2) Flooded Congress with antislavery petitions
c) Southern Defenses of Slavery
i) Slavery was ordained by God; permitted in the Bible (“slaves, obey your masters”)
ii) Greek and Roman cultures each featured slavery
iii) Slaves were essential for the southern economy
iv) Claimed that the north had slavery because they paid people so little to work in factories
v) It was good for blacks because they learned the blessings of being taken care of and learning Christianity
14) DECADE OF CONTROVERSY
a) Economic Success of the 1850s
i) Railroad building expanded tremendously

ii) The north was growing its industries/factories

b) Continued Controversy over Slavery

i) Compromise of 1850 angered extremists on both sides

(1) California admitted as a free state

(2) End of slave trade in Washington, D.C.

(3) Strict laws about how slaves who escaped slavery were to be treated (sent back to slavery)

ii) Southerners were interested in expanding slavery

(1) U.S. tried to buy Cuba from Spain.  The Ostend Manifesto said that the U.S. had the “right” to take Cuba if Spain refused to sell it.

(2) A group from Tennessee captured Nicaragua and ruled it for two years; tried to bring slavery there.

(3) Gadsden Purchase in SW Arizona territory was seen as a new area for slavery.

iii) Harriet Beecher Stowe wrote Uncle Tom’s Cabin (1852) which convinced many Northerners of the evil of slavery. 
c) Kansas-Nebraska Act (1854)

i) Stephen Douglas proposed that…

(1) Kansas and Nebraska territories be divided into two sections

(2) Missouri Compromise be repealed, with settlers in each territory choosing whether or not they wanted slavery (popular sovereignty – rule by the people)
ii) Effects of the Kansas-Nebraska Act

(1) Political party changes

(a) Which Party collapsed

(b) Know-Nothing Party (anti-immigrant, anti-Catholic) emerged

(c) Republican Party, organized in support of keeping slavery out of the territories, gained strength in NW states

(2) Bleeding Kansas violence as pro-slavery and anti-slavery forces rushed into the Kansas territory; hoping to vote on whether state would enter as slave or free; popular sovereignty failed.
iii) John Brown’s Raid

(1) He was a strong abolitionist

(2) He’d committed murders of pro-slavery people in 1856

(3) In 1859,  he raided Harper’s Ferry, VA, in an attempt to arm a slave rebellion

(4) He was captured, charged with treason, and executed by hanging for his crimes.

d) Dred Scott case (1857)

i) Chief Justice Roger Taney ruled that Scott (Dred Scott v. Stanford) could not sue for his freedom

(1) Missouri Compromise was unconstitutional; Congress had no right to restrict slavery from territories

(2) Constitution and citizenship did not apply to blacks

ii) Northerners feared that slave power might extend further, perhaps including German and Irish immigrants

e) Illinois Senate Election of 1858

i) Stephen Douglass and Abraham Lincoln debated throughout the state, focusing on slavery and its expansion

(1) Freeport Doctrine (Douglas) – people could keep slavery out by refusing to enact black codes and other laws necessary for its survival

(2) Lincoln – “A house divided against itself cannot stand.”  Slavery should not be extended into territories

ii) Lincoln lost the election but gained national attention and fame for his arguments

f) Election of 1860

i) Democrats split into northern and southern factions and nominated two candidates (Stephen Douglas & John Breckenridge)

ii) Former Whig Party nominated John Bell (only popular in Virginia and upper South)

iii) Republicans nominated Lincoln as a moderate (balanced) candidate

iv) Results:

(1) Bell won 3 states (KY, VA, TN)

(2) Breckenridge won the South

(3) Lincoln won the Northern states and the electoral vote, even though he earned only 40% of votes cast

(4) On December 20, 1860, South Carolina seceded (removed itself) from the Union of states.

15) SECESSION AND CIVIL WAR
a) Secession of the south

i) Reasons for secession (leaving the U.S.)

(1) Emotional – the north wants to establish black rule in the South; their goal is not equality, but the reversal of roles for the races

(2) Economic – the policies of a Republican president (Lincoln) would prevent the south from prospering (succeeding)

ii) Northern reaction to secession

(1) Most opposed forcing the South to return to the Union

(2) President James Buchanan refused to act when a federal supply ship was attacked in Charleston Harbor in January 1861; Lincoln became president later in the month

(3) Crittenden Compromise proposed the prohibition of slavery north of the Missouri Compromise line, but allowing it south of the line; also, slave owners should be compensated for runaway slaves

iii) Lincoln decided to use force because the South was denying the democratic principle that formed the basis of the Union

(1) Supplies are sent to Fort Sumter in Charleston Harbor (April 1861)

(2) Confederates opened fire on the fort, starting the war

b) The North & South Compared

i) North’s advantages over the South
(1) Potential fighting force of 20 million citizens

(2) Free male population was 4.4 times greater in the North

(3) Factories – 10 times greater number

(4) Iron production – 15 times greater

(5) Coal production – 38 times greater

(6) Wheat production – 4 times greater

(7) Corn production – 2 times greater

(8) Work animals (horses, cows) – 2 times greater

(9) Railroads – 7 times greater

(10) Navy ships – 25 times greater

(11) Merchant ships – 9 times greater

ii) South’s advantages over the North

(1) Fighting a defensive war; local support and knowledge of the terrain (land)

(2) Positive goal – seeking independence (it worked in 1776)

(3) United public; even non-slaveholders were eager to volunteer

(4) Experienced military officers – many fought in the Mexican-American War

(5) Cotton production – 24 times greater; northern textile factories depended on southern cotton; they hoped to get support from England and France, to make money to fund the war

c) Early Strategies of the Two Sides

i) North

(1) Capture Richmond, VA and force a surrender

(2) Kick out Confederates from border states (the border between the North and South)

(3) Control the Mississippi River

(4) Block all southern ports and stop cotton shipments; wanted to stop them from selling cotton to fund the war

ii) South

(1) Capture Washington, D.C.

(2) Control border states

(3) Gain England’s support

(4) Kick out all Union troops from the South

d) Raising the Union Army

i) Lincoln issued a call for 75,000 volunteers in 1861 to add to the 16.000 man army

ii) Volunteer efforts worked, but Congress created a draft (requirement to serve) to fill military units.  The draft was opposed by many different groups; draft riots in New York City in 1863 caused many deaths, mostly of blacks.

e) Lincoln’s problems

i) He was seen as inexperienced and incompetent; he was challenged by members of his own cabinet

ii) Expansion of war powers

(1) He called for troops to put down the rebellion without the approval of Congress

(2) He ordered the arrest of newspaper editors unfriendly to his administration (violation of 1st Amendment)

(3) Suspended habeas corpus (this is the legal term that requires the government tell you what you’re being charged with…Lincoln ordered arrests without this information)

(4) Blocked ports with Congress approval

(5) Had over 13,000 political opponents arrested

(6) Refusal to obey rulings of the Supreme Court

iii) Presidential election of 1864

(1) Abolitionists urged Republicans to choose a candidate who would wage a “total war” against the South

(2) Lincoln chose Andrew Johnson as his running mate to attract more “War Democrats” who favored an aggressive approach to dealing with the South
(3) Democrats nominated George McClellan and called for a policy of truce (peace) and settlement with the South

(4) Lincoln won the electoral college, but only had a 400,000 vote win in the popular vote (citizens)Marc
f) Key Events & Battles of the Civil War

i) Confederacy was formed in 1861 – seven states write their own constitution and plan for being independent

ii) Bull Run (Manassas), Virginia, 1st battle (July 1861) – (Southern name is in parentheses) – 30,000 Union troops attack 22,000 Confederate troops; South wins and Union goes back to Washington, D.C.
iii) Monitor vs. Merrimac (March 1862) – first ironclad (steel ships) battle in history ends in a draw/tie.  

iv) Battle of Shiloh, TN (Pittsburgh Landing) (April 1862)  – Union General Grant beats Confederate troops – over 24,000 killed 

v) New Orleans captured (April 1862) – Admiral Farragut captures the city for the Union after sinking 11 Confederate ships

vi) Bull Run (Manassas), 2nd battle (August 1862) – General Stonewall Jackson defeat Union troops again.

vii) Battle of Antietam (pronounced An-tee-tam), MD (September 1862) – General Robert E. Lee and Confederate army is outnumbered and 23,000 are killed; General Lee retreats to Virginia.

viii) Emancipation Proclamation (September 1862) – After victory at Antietam, Lincoln announced that slave in all rebelling states (South) would be free on 1/1/1863.  This gave the Union army something to fight for – “We are fighting to free the slaves.”  Slaves in states that were not rebelling were not freed until the 13th Amendment.
ix) Battle of Fredericksburg, VA (December 1862) – Confederacy wins, and kills 10,000 Union soldiers

x) Battle of Chancellorsville, VA (May 1863) – Confederacy wins, but loses Stonewall Jackson, when he’s accidentally killed by his own men.  This is a huge loss for the South.

xi) Battle of Vicksburg, Mississippi (July 1863) – Union army captures the city; now the entire Mississippi is controlled by the Union.

xii) Battle of Gettysburg, Pennsylvania (July 1863) – Over 165,000 solders participated in the largest battle in the Western Hemisphere.  After 3 days of fighting, General Lee retreats.  Total deaths: 23,000 Union – 28,000 Confederates

xiii) March 1864 – General Grant takes control of Union Army; not trusted by Lincoln.  Grant intends to capture the Confederate capital of Richmond, VA.

xiv) June 1864-April 1865 - General Grant attempts to destroy a major railroad line and communication line outside Richmond.
xv) September-December 1864 – Union General William Tecumseh Sherman destroys Atlanta and then sends troops on a 300 mile destructive march to the sea.  Railroads are torn up, buildings destroyed, crops burned; he hoped to break the will of the South to fight.

xvi) April 9, 1865 – General Robert E. Lee surrenders the Confederacy to General Grant at Appomattox Court House, Virginia.  He said, “I refuse to see my troops suffer any longer.”

g) After the Civil War – Lincoln’s 10% Plan
i) Confederate soldiers who took an oath of loyalty to the U.S. were forgiven for their fighting for the Confederacy

ii) States would be readmitted if 10% of all voters took this same oath

16) RECONSTRUCTION – REBUILDING THE NATION
a) The Wade-Davis Bill
i) Congress’s plan was much stricter – 50% of voters would have to sign a loyalty oath before a state could return to the Union

ii) Anyone who voluntarily fought for the Confederacy could not vote for delegates to a convention to write a new state constitution.

iii) Lincoln refused to sign the act, so it never became law.

iv) He wanted his 10% plan to succeed so the Republicans could gain support in the South

v) Radical Republicans, who wanted to treat the south tougher, disagreed with Lincoln.  They didn’t want Confederate leaders to be able to lead after the war.

b) The Freedmen’s Bureau

i) It was important to deal with the needs of freedmen, enslaved people who had been freed by the war.

ii) Its first duty was to provide emergency relief to people displaced by the war.

iii) Schools were set up to teach freedmen to read and write.  Most teachers were northern white and black women.

iv) These schools led to other public schools for blacks, including colleges.

v) The Bureau also helped Freedmen find jobs and resolve disputes between whites and blacks, so blacks wouldn’t be cheated.

c) Lincoln’s Assassination

i) President Lincoln hoped for a peaceful Reconstruction; before he had a chance to get things started, he was murdered on April 14, 1865.

ii) Confederate supporter, John Wilkes Booth, shot him at Ford’s Theater, in Washington, D.C., while he and his wife watched a play.

iii) Lincoln was succeeded by his Vice President, Andrew Johnson of Tennessee.  Many people expected Johnson to take a strict approach toward Reconstruction, but he was as kind as Lincoln.  

d) A Growing Conflict

i) The 13th Amendment – 1865 – banned slavery and forced labor.  The amendment gave Congress the power to make laws to enforce the amendment

ii) Johnson’s Plan – acted without the advice of Congress
(1) Forgive most former Confederate soldiers

(2) Allowed southern states to form new governments and elect members to Congress

(3) Required each southern state to abolish slavery and ratify the 13th amendment

(4) Most states met the requirements and many Confederate leaders were elected to Congress

(5) Congress rejected this approach; it refused to seat the southern senators and representatives; Congress formed a committee to create a new plan.

(6) The Congressional committee heard testimony about black codes – laws used by southern states to control freedmen.  Critics said these codes simply replaced slavery with “near slavery.”

(7) These things led to Congress taking a much tougher position.

iii) The Civil Rights Act of 1866 and 14th Amendment

(1) The Civil Rights Act of 1866 granted citizenship to all freedmen and guaranteed civil right to all people except Native Americans

(2) President Johnson vetoed the bill and another one which extended the life of the Freedmen’s Bureau.  Both vetoes were overturned by Congress.

(3) Congress created the 14th amendment to make sure that the Supreme Court would not declare the Civil Rights Act of 1866 unconstitutional.  It was finally ratified in 1868.

(4) The 14th Amendment granted citizenship to all people born or naturalized in the U.S.  It also declares that states may not pass laws that take away a citizen’s rights.  No state could take away a person’s life, liberty or property without due process of law, nor deny any person the equal protection of law.

(5) The 14th amendment became a great tool to enforce civil rights.

iv) Radical Reconstruction

(1) Rioters in Memphis and New Orleans led to a stricter approach by the government.

(2) The Radical Reconstruction Act of 1867 allowed the U.S. to take control of states that did not ratify the 14th Amendment.

(3) Military rule was created in these states.  In 1868, Congress seated representatives of all states that resisted.

(4) African Americans were given the right to vote (males). They were elected as sheriffs, mayors, judges and legislators because African Americans outnumbered white voters.

(5) Republicans gained support of two groups of people:  Freedmen voters and scalawags – those southern whites who opposed secession.

(6) A third group, carpetbaggers were made up of northern whites who went to the south to start businesses or pursue political offices. They were called this because they just rushed off to the south by tossing their clothing into cheap bags called carpetbags.

v) Impeaching Johnson

(1) Radicals challenged President Johnson by trying to impeach him.  Johnson barely escaped this attempt by one vote.

(2) The House of Representatives voted to impeach

(3) The Senate failed to do so.

vi) The Election of 1868

(1) General U.S. Grant, the Civil War hero, won the election

(2) Southern states supported him because over 500,000 freedmen voted for the Republican Party.

vii) 15th Amendment

(1) It barred (prevented) states from denying African Americans the right to vote

(2) Freedmen complained that it was too weak, and didn’t prevent states from requiring ownership of land or to pay a voting tax.
